As the Artistic Director, 
he directed and choreographed productions of tick, tick...BOOM!, Children’s 
Letters to God, Normal, and Summer of ’42.  Each of these productions was 
nominated for multiple Richmond Theatre Critics Circle Awards, including 
Best Direction of a Musical and Best Musical. He attended Circle in the 
Square Theatre School in New York City.
